Recently, Dr. John Kaiser led a Friday Maximum Impact
workshop for pastors and a Saturday workshop for lay leaders and pastors on the accountable model of
leadership (based on John Carver's governance model for not-for-profit corporations). Dr. Kaiser
explained that he is not passionate about church structure. Rather, he is passionate about churches
fulfilling the Great Commission. A church's structure can either enhance the making of disciples or impede
it and is a means to an end.
